  2 Remove the centre 3 thread caps with a strat screwdriver 

Centre 3 plastic thread covers



Installation Instructions
  3 Remove the internal roof handles with the star screw driver. 

Re-fasten the handle through the top of the Molle Plate mount, into the veichle’s mount.

 

If no orginal handle are present, use the 2 X spring washers, washers and button-head bolts 
provided in the pack to secure the top part of the plate to the handle mounts in the vehicle.
